Frequently Asked Questions

How do | get to the Incarnation Center at Ivoryton, CT?

1) Take 1-95 North past New Haven to Exit 64 (Horse Hill Road)

2) At the end of the ramp, take a left over the highway onto Route 145

3) Drive 5 miles until you come to a T-junction with a blinking light

4) Turn right onto Route 80 and drive 1/2 mile to stop light

5) Turn right onto Westbrook Road and drive 1/2 mile to first left

6) Turn left onto Bushy Hill Road and drive 1 mile to Incarnation Center on left.

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How long will it take to get there?

Allow 1.1/2 hours driving time on Friday evening (only 1 hour back on Sunday).

What time should | get there?

The retreat starts at 7:00 p.m. with dinner, on Friday evening March 12. The program will
begin at 8:00PM.

What if | can’t make it until later?

Come when you can. You are welcome anytime.

Can | come on Saturday morning and just stay for the day?

Sure. However there is a single fixed retreat charge regardless of time spent at lvoryton.

What should | bring?

(1) You should bring your Bible of course.

(2) Bring an overnight bag with wash bag (towel, shaving gear, toothbrush, etc) and change
of clothes for three days/two nights. Dress code is informal and comfortable, e.g., jeans,
sports shirt, sweater, etc. Bring appropriate footwear and recreational clothing if you are
planning on joining the nature walk or playing sports. Depending upon your selection of
optional recreation activities, include your softball glove, bat, golf clubs, fly fishing gear, etc.

(3) Bring snacks, munchies of your choice for the snack table.
